2. V ehicles, trucks and buses

Bangko Sentral ng Pilipinas Circular No. 92, dated 19 October 1995, lifted the restrictions on
the importation of new vehicles, used trucks above six tons and used buses above twelve tons.

3. Oil and petroleum products

() Republic Act No. 8180, dated 28 March 1996 - An Act Deregulating The
Downstream Qil Industry, And For Other Purposes and its Rules and Regulations,
liberalized the importation of crude oil and petroleum products subject to the rules
and regulations of the Department of Energy.
