From 21 September 2001 to 2 January
2002 companies selling products without the obligatory nutritional label will only be
notified by sanitary authorities. After the end of that period, companies responsible for the
production and commerciaization of prepacked food products and beverages without the
nutritional label will be subject to legal sanctions.
