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MIKE MOORE PRESIDE LA CEREMONIA DE ENTREGA DE
DIPLOMAS CON LA QUE TERMINA EL DECIMOSEXTO

CURSO DE POLÍTICA COMERCIAL DE LA OMC

En una ceremonia celebrada en Ginebra el jueves 5 de abril de 2001 el Director General Mike
Moore procedió a la entrega de diplomas a los participantes en el decimosexto curso de política
comercial de la OMC, procedentes de 30 países o territorios aduaneros.  Al felicitar a los
participantes, el Sr. Moore dijo lo siguiente:  "Estoy convencido de que regresan a sus respectivos
países dotados de una competencia que pondrán al servicio tanto del propio país como de todos sus
compatriotas."  El Sr. Moore dijo a continuación que, aunque las limitaciones en materia de recursos
restringían el número de plazas que podían ofrecerse para los cursos de formación, se trataba de todos
modos de un tipo de actividad que tenía una repercusión sustancial en la creación de capacidad.

En nombre del grupo de participantes, el Sr. Ka-shing Au, de Hong Kong, China, agradeció al
Director General el apoyo que las actividades de formación de la OMC aportaban a la creación de
capacidad.  El Sr. Au subrayó la dimensión humana del curso y aseguró al Sr. Moore que los
estrechos lazos que los participantes habían establecido entre sí y con la OMC durante el curso
seguirían siendo igualmente estrechos en el futuro.

El decimosexto curso de política comercial de la OMC, que tuvo lugar del 15 de enero al 5 de
abril de 2001, irá seguido de un curso semejante en francés, el cual dará comienzo el 23 de abril
de 2001.
