6. Description of content: Commission implementing act serves to enable manufacturers 
to certify their heavy goods trailers with a technically permissible maximum mass 
exceeding 8 000 kg by means of a simulation tool, which determines the influence of 

trailers on the CO2 emissions towing truck. The certification and simulation are based on 
the principles laid down in Regulation (EU) 2017/2400 for motor vehicles and thereby 

extends the use of VECTO tool to trailers of categories O3 and O4 

7. Objective and rationale, including the nature of urgent problems where 
applicable: The CO2 emissions and fuel consumption of heavy-goods vehicles shall be 

determined using standard trailers during certification. Actual trailers may differ from the 
standard ones. This regulation lays down the rules for the certification of certain trailers 
with regard to their influence on the CO2 emissions and fuel consumption of the towing 
motor vehicle. In addition, the Regulation makes it possible to compare different vehicles 
and facilitates faster market uptake of more efficient trailers that can significantly 
contribute in reducing the CO2 emissions of the road transport sector. The certification of 
heavy goods trailers provides added value in a number of related areas, such as 

purchasing decisions or tolls. ; Protection of the environment
